Candidate for baptism, sponsors, and parents gather with the ministers at 

the font. The assembly is seated. 

The presiding minister may address the assembly in these or similar words: 

In baptism our gracious heavenly Father frees us from sin and death by 

joining us to the death and resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ. We are 

born children of a fallen humanity; by water and the Holy Spirit we are 

reborn children of God and made members of the church, the body of 

Christ. Living with Christ and in the communion of saints, we grow in 

faith, love, and obedience to the will of God. 

 

Sponsors present the candidate: 

I present Maeve Lora for baptism. 

 

The presiding minister addresses parents or others who bring the child: 

Called by the Holy Spirit, trusting in the grace and love of God, do you 

desire to have Maeve baptized into Christ?

As you bring her to receive the gift of baptism, you are entrusted with 

responsibilities:
