For children who are present in worship, there are a va-

riety of games, toys, puzzles, coloring supplies and snacks in the Kids' Prayground cabi-

net in the narthex near the coat rack. If children need a break, there is a TV set up down-

stairs in the nursery so parents can watch the worship live-stream. If you are visiting, an 

usher can help direct you to the nursery. 
 

Invitation to Communion:  Holy Communion is the body and blood of Jesus Christ by 

which our Lord is truly present to forgive sin and bring life and salvation.  All baptized 

Christians who believe this promise are welcome to commune.  Parents with children are 

encouraged to come to the altar together.  Children who do not yet receive communion 

will receive the blessing of the Church from the Pastor. 
 

Procedure for Communing: Approach the altar rail through the door to the front left, 

take a small glass from the tray and move to the furthest place open, kneeling if you are 

able, or standing.  Receive the host either in your open palm or in your mouth; receive the 

wine poured into the small glass, saying "Amen" after receiving each.  If you are unable 

to consume either the bread or wine, be assured that Christ is fully present for us in either 

element; reverence the body or blood of Christ by saying “Amen” when the host or the 

cup is presented.  Leave by the right, placing your empty glass in the tray provided, and 

return to your pew.   

 

Gluten-free wafers are available; let the pastor know when you come forward to re-

ceive. 

 

Holy Trinity has safety measures in place for the sake of all who worship here. Fire ex-

tinguishers are located throughout the facility in case of need. The AED machine and a 

fire extinguisher can be found in the narthex next to the Kids' Prayground cabinet. Other 

fire extinguishers on the first floor can be found behind the door leading from the sanctu-

ary to the pastor's sacristy, and in the office hallway at the back door and at the front of 

the hallway near the water cooler.  An AED is also located downstairs in Brath Hall 

should it be needed.

15 The 

woman said to him, “Sir, give me this water, so that I may never be thirsty 

or have to keep coming here to draw water.” 

 16 Jesus said to her, “Go, call your husband, and come back.” 17 

The woman answered him, “I have no husband.” Jesus said to her, “You are 

right in saying, ‘I have no husband’; 18 for you have had five husbands, 

and the one you have now is not your husband. What you have said is 

true!” 19 The woman said to him, “Sir, I see that you are a prophet. 20 Our 

ancestors worshiped on this mountain, but you say that the place where 

people must worship is in Jerusalem.” 21 Jesus said to her, “Woman, be-

lieve me, the hour is coming when you will worship the Father neither on 

this mountain nor in Jerusalem. 22 You worship what you do not know; we 

worship what we know, for salvation is from the Jews. 23 But the hour is 

coming, and is now here, when the true worshipers will worship the Father 

in spirit and truth, for the Father seeks such as these to worship him. 24 

God is spirit, and those who worship him must worship in spirit and truth.” 

25 The woman said to him, “I know that Messiah is coming” (who is called 

Christ). “When he comes, he will proclaim all things to us.” 26 Jesus said 

to her, “I am he, the one who is speaking to you.” 

27 Just then his disciples came. They were astonished that he was speaking 

with a woman, but no one said, “What do you want?” or, “Why are you 

speaking with her?” 28 Then the woman left her water jar and went back to 

the city. She said to the people, 29 “Come and see a man who told me eve-

rything I have ever done! He cannot be the Messiah, can he?” 30 They left 

the city and were on their way to him. 

 31 Meanwhile the disciples were urging him, “Rabbi, eat some-

thing.” 32 But he said to them, “I have food to eat that you do not know 

about.” 33 So the disciples said to one another, “Surely no one has brought 

him something to eat?” 34 Jesus said to them, “My food is to do the will of 

him who sent me and to complete his work. 35 Do you not say, ‘Four 

months more, then comes the harvest’? But I tell you, look around you, and 

see how the fields are ripe for harvesting. 36 The reaper is already receiving 

wages and is gathering fruit for eternal life, so that sower and reaper may 

rejoice together. 37 For here the saying holds true, ‘One sows and another 

reaps.’ 38 I sent you to reap that for which you did not labor. Others have 

labored, and you have entered into their labor.” 
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 39 Many Samaritans from that city believed in him because of the 

woman’s testimony, “He told me everything I have ever done.” 40 So when 

the Samaritans came to him, they asked him to stay with them; and he 

stayed there two days. 41 And many more believed because of his word. 42 

They said to the woman, “It is no longer because of what you said that we 

believe, for we have heard for ourselves, and we know that this is truly the 

Savior of the world.”
